CISF and IGNOU has signed a Memorandum of
Understanding for higher education of officers and
personnel of CISF in the field of security operations. This
Memorandum of Understanding seeks to confer
educational certifications to officers and personnel of the
CISF within the parameters laid down by IGNOU for
Community Colleges, recognizing the 'In Service' training
undergone by them. This would be within the broad
framework set out by IGNOU, through registration of
National Industrial Security Academy (NISA) and Regional
Training Centres (RTCs) of the CISF. This programme will
provide an opportunity to CISF personnel in persuing higher
degree of B.Sc in Security operations (for intermediate
degree holders), M.Sc in Security operations (for bachelor
degree holders) and Bridge program (for Matriculates).

Shri N.R. Das, IPS, DG/CISF on this occasion said that
during his long association with CISF, he has observed that
a large number of personnel of CISF come from the rural
and humble backgrounds. This programme will be highly
beneficial especially to those force personnel, who come
from such background and due to their economic conditions
and other pressing responsibilities could not pursue higher
educations.

Speaking on the occasion Prof. V.N. Rajsekharan Pillai,
Vice Chancellor IGNOU said that this path breaking
initiative will provide an opportunity for Graduation and Post
Graduation in highly professional and fast expanding field of
security operations to CISF personnel from a world
renowned Indira Gandhi National Open University (IGNOU)
and the most important feature of this curriculum is that the
period of the basic training will be treated as a part of the
curriculum.

Medical facility to retired personnel

Seeing the difficulties of CPMFs personnel in day to day
medical treatment, Welfare and Rehabilitation Board, MHA,
Govt. of India has extended the existing medical treatment
facilities from all CPMF hospitals irrespective of the force
they retired from on production of health card for those who
are notavailing CGHS facilities.

In order to help the beneficiaries of the scheme to receive
Medicare from any hospital/Ml Room of the CPMFs a
Medicare identity card will be issued to all CPMF personnel
at the time of their retirement. Those who are already retired
will also issued such cards, if opted for.

These identity cards shall be issued by the administrative
office from where the individual retires after obtaining the
consent in the prescribed proforma which will be on the
pattern of CGHS.

With this card the individual will be entitled for treatment
from dispensary/hospital of any CPMF situated nearest to
his place of residence irrespective of the force which he
belongs to. Where more than one hospital or Ml room
belonging to different CPMF's exists the pensioner may
avail the facility of the organisation from which he or she
retired.

Eligibility:-

0 CPMF pensioners and their families, the term "family”
for the purpose of this benefit shall mean a CPMF
pensioner's wife or husband, as the case may be, and
children wholly dependent uponthe Govt. Servant.

Widows of CPMF personnel, getting family pension.

Child drawing pension after the CPMF employee's
death and minor brothers sisters of such child.
